Devices and Technology

Goals and Wishes

Frustrations
Lory becomes frustrated when they cannot navigate websites by moving the screen reader focus between different HTML elements, such as headings, images, paragraphs, lists and list items; for moving between tables, as well as the rows and columns inside them; and for moving to specific types of form fields, like checkboxes, radio buttons, text fields, or buttons.
Another source of frustration is when figures and diagrams on websites are not accompanied by alternative text descriptions. The missing alternative text hinders their understanding and they must rely on others to help them.
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
